The meeting was called order at 6:30 p.m. by Supervisor Ken Goffin. Members in attendance as 
follows: Patricia Barker - Treasurer, Julie Ka s - Clerk, Ken Goffin - Supervisor, Dale Axtell ­
Trustee, and Darlene Nerat - Trustee.

Public Comment: None 

Agenda: Motion made by Kass to approve agenda with the addition of the Township Flag under 
New Business seconded by Axtell, motion carried unanimously. 

Sexton's Report:. Goffin read the Sexton's written report; Motion made by Axtell to place the 
Sexton's Report on file and have the two trees the Sexton asked to have removed at the cemetery 
removed, seconded by Kass, motion carried unanimously. 

FOIA Requests: None 

Assessor's Report: Schwanz of Great Lakes Valuation Services gave an oral report as well as a 
written which was distributed to the Doard members. Schwanz reported that she will be attending a 
school in October and this will not affect her company's office hours. She also recommended the 
Board approve the land split request for Nason and Steibor. Motion made by Barker to place the 
Assessor s Report on file, seconded by Kass, motion carried unanimously. Motion made by Barker 
to approve the land split for Nason and Steibor, seconded by Nerat, motion carried unanimously. 

Recreation Report: Judy Bright reported the Recreation Committee had a brief meeting at the 
Wayside Park and had a couple of requests. They would like to have 1" conduit nm under parking 
lot or driveway [or future electrical service and have open and closed signs added to the kiosk's for 
the Wayside Park that are located on US 41. Judy explained that Land and Water Conservation 
Grant that was applied [or was not granted. However, she spoke with them and they encouraged us 
to resubmit it telling her where she can improve on the application. She would like Board approval 
to resubmit after improvements to the application the Land and Water Conservation Grant and also 
apply for a 2% Grant from Hannaville. Motion made by Barker to place the Recreation Report on 
file seconded by Goffin, motion carried unanimously. Motion made by Kass to have Goffin talk to 
WPS and see where the power into the park would come from and if it would be feasible to put the 
conduit in now, seconded by Axtell, motion carried unanimously. Motion made by Barker to start 
the process to have open and closed sign added to the kiosks on US 41 [or the Wayside Park, 
econded by Axtell, motion carried unanimously. 

Minutes: Motion made by Barker to approve the regular meeting minutes of August 22, 2007 as 
presented, seconded by Kass, motion carried unanimously. 

Old Business: Seal Coat Bids for Cemetery; Kass opened the bids and Goffin went over them and 
read them to the Board. Bids as follows: Dun-Rite Asphalt Repair $3,700 and J-JolInes Seal Coating 
$3,989. Motion made Barker to award the bid to the low bidder in specifications, Dun-Rite Asphalt, 
seconded by Goffin, motion carried unanimously. 
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New Business: Tow1Iship Flag,' Barker explained that she would like to purchase another Townshi 
Flag that "vould hang on a pole so the Board had a flag to display in The Parade of Flags at the MIA 
Annual Conference and to for other occasions. Motion made by Barker to purchase a Township 
Flag for approximately $\85, seconded by Kass, motion canied 4 to 1 with Nerat voting nay. 

Supervisor's Report: Goffin reported that the Front Forty will be at a Special Meeting on October 
24,2007 @ 6:00 p.m. Barker suggested the Board have the Mining Company come at the same 
time. Goffin stated that he has no problem having the Mining Company coming to do a presentation 
and if they approach the Board we will set a time and date at that time. Attomey Filoramo will be 
attcnding a meeting to talk to the Board about Civil Infraction Ordinances as soon as Goffin can get 
him scheduled. Phil Bretl will take care of the tree at the Wayside Park that needs to come down. 
Monosso should be done at the end of the week with the pavilion project at the Wayside Park and 
Biehl Construction will be in to do the blacktopping shortly thereafter. Goffin reported that the 
Sobieski patch is completed, Birch Creek Rd. blacktopping is complete, and the construction on 
River Rd. is nearly complete and will be blacktopped next year. One water test was given out this 
month, which was No. 8\. Marge Bramschreiber, Menominee County's Emergency Service 
Coordinator, gave each township an emergency warning radio for their respective halls. Discussion 
on where to place the radio ensued. No decision was made. The Board received a letter of request 
to have the stretch of old 577 behind Gateys repaved. Goffin stated he would take a look at it. 

Clerk's Report: Kass stated that as the Board was on the subject of roads, a resident has contacted 
her several times on repaving No.7 Rd., also known as the Polish Loop. Goffin said that it was on 
one of the lists at one time and the reason it wasn't done was the Road Commission wanted to go all 
the way to River Rd. The Board agreed to take a look at No.7 Rd. South Bay De Noc and 
Evergreen were discussed also. Kass passed out a new payroll report and a report showing the 
budget, budget changes, amended budget, and remaining budget. Kass said there a few expenditures 
on the report she passed out that will be transferred to one of the new line items so the next months 
report will reOect those changes correctly. 

Treasurer's Report: Treasurer Barker read report; Revenues for August were $21,547.68. Balance 
on hand $2,359,202.29. Motion made by Kass to place the Treasurer's Report on file, seconded by 
Axtell, motion carried unanimously. 

Trustee's Report: Trustee Nerat read reports; Motion made by Kass to place the Trustee's Report 
on file, seconded by Barker, motion carried unanimously. The Road Commission approved the 
distribution afforest funds in the amount of$161,015.98 toward the Twin Creek Project. The 
'construction for the Twin Creek Project due from the Township was $10 I ,300.62. The question was 
will part of that money cover part of the Township's 50% share of the project as the amount received 
was more than the Road Commission's 50% share of the project. Or will the Township receive the 
approximately $60,000 toward the paving of the Twin Creek Rd. Project. The Board will seek an 
answer to this question. 

Pay Bills: Motion made by Barker to approve payment of Ck# 23146 thlll 23177 and Ck# 1220 
Oml 1229, seconded by Kass, motion carried 4 to I with Axtell voting nay. Axtell brought up a meal 
reimbursements sheet he had distributed to the Board via Township mailboxes. Barker said the shee 
he distributed to the Board is not the 2007 rates and she did not know what reference the infonnation 
came from. Barker showed Axtell the IRS Pub. 17 guidelines for employees required to work away 
from home and the US General Services Administration for 07 both reflecting different 
reimbursements than the sheet Axtell supplied the Board. Goffin said he did not think there was a 
problem and that at the MTA Conference Gloria and He were reimbursed $13.85 ea. per day for 
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meals and Julie and Sharma were reimbursed $18. I 5 ea. per day for meals which is well under the 
standards in the publications which are approximately $50.00 a day for meals. Nerat questioned the 
cost of the flower pots in front of the Township Hall that were charged to the credit care!. Barker 
looked it up and told her that they were $35 a piece and that she wrote a personal check for them and 
was then reimbursed by the Township. Nerat said she thought they were $70 a piece. 

Motion made by Goffin to place the Consent Agenda Items on file, seconded by Barker, mot.ion
 
calTied unanimously.
 

Public Comment: Opened at 8: 19 p.m.; Constance Armbrust (the Authorities & Responsibilities 
Book is Case Law and some Board Members follow the laws when it suits their needs and doesn't 
follow them when it does not suit t.heir needs), Kass said the Authorities & Responsibilities Book is 
Michigan Compiled Law not Michigan Case Law and also many publications are recommendations 
not laws. Judy Nerat (recommended being frugal when spending public funds) Kass agreed and 
said that she felt the money spent per day on meal at the MTA AJmual Conference per person was 
very frugal. Also (Judy addressed t.he Township's large Fund Balance and stated she felt the Board 
should think about using some of it t.o repair roads paying 100% ofthe cost to get more roads done, 
in so doing you would be doing a service to the residents). Barker answered that the Road 
Commission doesn't have t.he man power to do anymore roads then they are now and Menominee 
Township shouldn't have to give up Revenue Sharing t.o be spent somewhere else so Menominee 
Township can spend more money. Goffin agreed with Barker. Goffin added that the Township i2- e.. 
currently and for the last 4 years has not paid taxes to the Township. Goffin said that the Funds the 
Township has are producing a lot of revenue in interest and if the revenue the Township receives in 
interest goes down substantially it may result in charging residents Township taxes again. Public 
Comment closed at 8:29 p.m. 

Motion made by Barker to adjourn @ 8:30 p.m., seconded by Axtell, motion carried unanimously.
