Agenda: Motion made by Kass to approve agenda as presented, seconded by Barker, motion 
carried unanimously. 

Public Comment: None 
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Sexton's Report: Goffin read the Sexton's written report (labor hours saved Z1 equaling $2677.00). 
Motion made by Kass to place the Sexton's Report on file, seconded by Barker, motion carried 
unanimously. 

FOIA Requests: None 

Assessor's Report: Schwanz of Great Lakes Valuation Services gave an oral report as well as a 
written which was distributed to the Board members. They are finishing and completing the 
verification inspections which will be done by the end of October and the new construction 
inspections should be completed in November. A 24 month sales study is also being done at this 
time and Great Lakes would like to show that there has been a downward real estate trend in the past 
year. If enough facts can be gathered to prove this indeed is a fact they may be able to use a 12 
month sales study. Motion made by Barker,"seconded by Axtell, motion carried unanimollsly. 

Recreation Report: Judy Bright reported the Recreation Committee did not have a quorum for an 
official meeting in October. She did however report, that the pavilion and blacktopping is complete 
at the Wayside Park but the kiosk still needs to be finished. Goffin added; it was suggested to run 
conduit under the blacktop for possible future electrical to be added to the pavilion and kiosk. 
Goffin stated that he discussed this with one of the Recreation Committee members and with WPS. 
WPS said it would be approximately $1,700 to run the electrical. Goffin said his opinion is that 
pavilion will be used more by travelers and not to have large resident functions so he felt the electric 
wasn't necessary at this time. The Board seemed to agree. 

Minutes: Motion made by Kass to approve the Special Meeting minutes of September 26, 2007 as 
presented, seconded by Barker, motion carried unanimously. Motion made by Barker to approve 
the Regular Meeting minutes of September 26, 2007 with the following correction (on page 3, under 
Public Comment, 4th line from the bottom of the paragraph, at the end of the line after Township 
Residents was added), seconded by Kass, motion carried unanimously. 
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Old Business: Ordinances; Supervisor Goffin went over some of the concerns he and the Clerk had 
reviewed on the draft ordinances Attorney Filoramo compiled. Many questions were asked about 
the proposed replacement ordinances. It was decided a meeting with Attorney Filoramo was the best 
way to answer the numerous questions satisfactorily. Goffin said he would contact Attorney 
Filoramo and set up a Special Meeting. Bay De Noc Road Speed Limit Change; Goffin passed 
around a petition that was signed by 36 residents asking that the Board request the speed limit be 
changed from 55mph to 45mph from Evergreen Road to Birch Creek Road. Motion made by Goffi 
to send a letter to the Menominee County Road Commission requesting the Commission take the 
steps necessary to fulfill the request of these Residents, also add to the letter the addition of the 
OPEN and CLOSED signs for the Birch Creek Wayside Park sign on US 41 denoting the Wayside 
Park, seconded by Axtell, motion carried unanimously. Township Flag; Barker reported that the 
price to have a Township Flag, which can be hung on a pole, made is $249.50 plus $15.00 shipping. 
Kass commented that she would like to purchase the flag so Menominee Township can be 
represented in the parade of flags at the Annual MTA Conference in January. Nerat stated she was 
not for it. Motion made by Barker to purchase a Township Flag for $249.50 plus $15.00 shipping, 
seconded by Kass, motion carried 3 to 2 with Nerat and Axtell voting nay. 

New Business: Neighborhood Watch Program; Supervisor Goffin addressed the letter the Board 
had received from the Sheriffs Department asking for interest in a Community Neighborhood 
Watch Program. Ruby Ivens volunteered. Discussion included, the committee should consist of a 
minimum of 5 members. Goffin asked if the EagleHerald reporter would mention the Program in a 
article in the paper asking for interested people to call Him or the Clerk. Annual MTA Conference,­
Goffin inquired as to who was interested in attending the conference. The following Officials 
expressed their interest in attending: Clerk Julie Kass, Deputy Clerk Shanna Robinson, Supervisor 
Ken Goffin, Deputy Supervisor Gloria Goffin, Treasurer Patricia Barker, Deputy Treasurer Larry 
Barker, Tmstee Axtell declined, and Trustee Nerat stated she would let the Clerk know if she 
planned to attend by Friday, October 26. Goffin told Nerat that he felt it was well worth it to attend 
and Kass agreed adding the numerous workshops offered at the Conference are very informative and 
can teach an elected official a lot about Township Law. Motion made by Barker to allow any 
Township Officials interested in attending the Annual MTA Conference be allowed to do so with the 
Township paying their expenses, seconded by Axtell, motion carried unanimously, 

Supervisor's Report: Goffin reported that he spoke to DalTell Moilanen about the monies given to 
the Road Commission by the Forest Fund and the money is to be used at the Road Commission 
discretion. Goffin also reported that he looked at old 577 behind Gatey's and he did have a patch 
completed on that stretch of road. The Sheriffs Department had asked for contributions for the 
defibulator fund which will provide each squad car with a defibulator. All agreed this was an 
extremely worthy cause but noted that the Township can not donate public funds, but private citizens 
can make contributions. To do so they can contact the Sheriffs Department. Goffin informed the 
Board that Kass and He met with Hank Switzer, the gentleman from the DEQ, working with the 
Township to get a Grant to clean up the tires at Holiday Wrecking. The grant will be filed by 
October 31 SI and we should know shortly after that whether or not the Township will receive the 
Grant 

Clerk's Report: Kass passed out the new budget reports she and the programmer from Schenck 
designed. The reports included: actual expenditure to date, the amount that was budgeted, 
amendments, and the balance left in the budget for each line item. Kass asked the Board to approve 
the budget amendments as follows: add line item Website under Township Board and move $46.00 
from contingency to the Website, under legal fees move $6,425.00 from road capital improvements 
to legal fees as we are running under budget on roads, under assessor's software support move $15 
from assessor office supply to assessor software support, under trustee's meals move $27.72 from 
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contingency to trustee's meals, under workshop fees (being a new line item) move the $110 from 
contingency to clerk's workshop fees and $110 from contingency to treasurer's workshop fees, 
under Township Hall take $8.20 from maintenance and repair and move to hall postage, under 
Township Hall move $111.98 from township office supply to small equipment, and under Benefits 
Pension move $1,345 from road capital improvements to the pension. Motion made by Barker to 
approve the aforestated amendments, seconded by Goffin, motion carried unanimously. 
Cuppad will be at the Regularly Scheduled November meeting and Goffin will try to set up a Special 
Meeting with Attorney Filoramo before the next meeting 

Treasurer's Report: Treasurer Barker read report; Revenues for September were $64,247.74. 
Balance on hand $2,078,232.28. Motion made by Kass to place the Treasurer's Report on file, 
seconded by Axtell, motion carried unanimously. Barker reported that she has 451 names and she 
found out who the missing soldier was on the old plague and diligently researching the other names 
on the old plague; she has all the branches of service except 12 out of 167. The names will be sent 
over to be engraved within the next week. Website is up and fimning. The area business were left 
off for the time being until someone can contact business to see if they are interested. Barker said 
that the cost for the website is $1,600. Motion made by Barker to approve the payment of the 
website, seconded by Kass, motion carried unanimously. 

Trustee's Report: Tmstee Nerat read reports; Motion made by Kass to place the Tmstee's Report 
on file, seconded by Axtell, motion carried unanimously. 

Pay Bills: Axtell questioned the phone bill. Nerat questioned a $62.45 bill to Ray's Plumbing. 
Kass explained there was a plugged water filter that was replaced..Motion made by Barker to 
approve payment ofCk# 23178 tbm 23206 and Ck# 1236 thm 1241 and 1252 thru 1255, seconded 
by Kass, motion carried 3 to 2 with Axtell and Nerat voting nay. 

Motion made by Axtell to place the Consent Agenda Items on file, seconded by Barker, motion 
carried unanimously. 

Public Comment: Opened at 8:39 p.m.; Marge Bramschrieber (possible Ordinance to help 
prevent the mining) Ruby Ivens (Consider the possibility of zoning) Francis Havelka (Not in favor 
of any strict zoning) closed at 8:45 p.m. 

Motion made by Axtell to adjourn @ 8:45 p.m., seconded by Barker, motion carried unanimously. 
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
